Abstract 213 students were sampled from two middle school in Guangdong as subjects and 4 factors of filial piety and 3 factors of achievement
motive were studied in this research which goal is to explore the correlation between them. The result showed that there existed significant
positive relationship among 4 factors of filial piety and between filial piety and achievement motive and that female students’ scores were sig-
nificantly higher than male students’ on 3 factors of filial piety and that achievement motive of middle school students were able to be predict-
ed by two factors of filial piety.

Abstract Parental Rearing Patterns of 300 Undergraduates were measured by the scale of EMBU. The results showed (1)Undergraduates’ par-
ents still followed traditional rearing mode of stern father and compassionate mother There existed significant sex differences in some dimen-
sions of Parental Rearing Patterns. Males reported that parents had more rejection and fathers had more punishment and strictness and females
reported that parents had less rejection and fathers had more favoring subject Junior and Senior perceived more favoring from parent than fresh-
man. (2)There were four same parental rearing types of positive doting indulgent contradictory. (3)There were most undergraduates’ parents
adopting the cordant rearing type.
