The Development Trend of School Satisfaction
And Its Predictive Effects on School Belonging in Adolescents

higher school satisfaction. The rank from high to low of the six domains of school satisfaction was classmate relationship teacher — student re-
lationship school management success and lesson study. 2 The adolescents reported different school satisfaction among different gender grade
and achievement. 3 The school satisfaction correlate with school belong closely. Grade achievement and school satisfaction predicted school
belonging significantly in the adolescents.
