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Freliminary Study on School Belonging of School Students

Abstract The relationship between students’ sense of school belonging and school adjustment self — concept peer relationship and class envi-
ronment of elementary school and high school students were measured. The major findings are stated as follows 1 There were significant re-
lations between school belonging and school adjustment self — concept peer relationship and class environment. 2 Students’ perceived
school belonging emerged as a strong predictor of self — concept. 3 The teacher — student relationships and peer relationships could signifi-
cantly predict school belonging. As a part of students’ interpersonal relationships they are important to students’ socialization greatly affect on
their school belonging. 4 The school characteristic affect students’ sense of school belonging school belonging were lower in general schools
than in key schools.
