Abstract This cross — cultural study examines the impact of different cultures upon child personality formation. Using Child Personality Teach-
ers’ Assessment Questionnaire and employing collectivism/individualism theory 4 — and 5 — year — old children from China and Australia par-
ticipated in the study. Result indicates that the personality characteristics of Chinese children are in agreement with collectivism while those of
Australian children are in agreement with individualism. Findings highlight the influence of cultural values upon child personality formation.
